Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth Announces New Street Outreach Program called Feel Good Fridays

LAS VEGAS  –  The Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth is launching a new street outreach program called Feel Good Fridays in an effort to reach the rising number of homeless youth who wander the street of Clark County every day.

Feel Good Fridays will start on Friday, May 22, from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. at the parking lot on the southeast corner of E. Reno Ave and S. Maryland Parkway. The program will be held every fourth Friday of the month and is open to any homeless and neglected youth.

By staying at the same location, the goal of Feel Good Fridays is to establish and build a trusting relationship between street youth and outreach staff in order to help these youth leave the streets. During the events NPHY will setup a table where outreach workers and volunteers will provide support services that will assist youth in moving to a safe and appropriate living arrangement. Some of the services provided will be homemade cookies, lemonade and ice tea, personal hygiene kits, snack packs and information about the nonprofit’s Safe Place Drop-In Center and other youth-based community programs. Volunteers and staff will also comb the surrounding neighborhoods with flyers about NPHY’s programs and services in order to reach as many youth as possible. 

“Based on our experience we believe the number of homeless youth in Clark County is rapidly growing,” said Tim Mullin, Director of Operations for the Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth.  “Feel Good Fridays gives us the opportunity to reach out to these youth while also providing a meaningful volunteer opportunity for people wanting to give back and make a difference in their community.”

For anyone interested in volunteering for Feel Good Fridays there will be a mandatory training session the day before each event at 6 p.m. at the Safe Place Drop-In Center, located at 4800 S. Maryland Parkway, Suite E. The first of the sessions will Thursday, May 21.

The Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth started in 1999 when a group of concerned community members formed a coalition to address the needs of abused, neglected and abandoned youth in the Las Vegas valley. The organization’s mission was, and continues today, to eliminate homelessness among Nevada’s youth. Since then, the Partnership has helped more than 5,000 youth receive services and is recognized as the only nonprofit youth service provider in Nevada with a continuum of services extending from street outreach and a 24-hour crisis intervention team to a full-time drop-in center and independent living program.
